
NM POLITICAL FUNDRAISING PROGRAM OVERVIEW


Below are explanations of some of the fundraising programs your credit unions can participate in:

· DEDUCT-A-BUCK (State and/or Federal PAC): The Deduct-A-Buck program allows credit union members to contribute to credit union PACs by automatic account transfer on a quarterly basis.  CULAC is the PAC that contributes to federal candidates who are credit union supporters.  NMCUPAC is the PAC that contributes to state candidates in New Mexico who support credit unions.  For participating members, your credit union sets up an automatic account deduction where an agreed to amount is withdrawn on a quarterly basis.  These funds are then forwarded to the Association within 10 days.  The credit union must keep a record of members who participate, which contains the names, account numbers, and dollar amounts contributed. Credit unions with a signed permission agreement with the Association may solicit their membership via newsletter, statement stuffer, or any other way you find appropriate.  Just make sure that any mailing is going only to the credit union members and their families.  All participants must be members of your credit union.  You cannot participate if you are not a credit union member.  This program can be used for state or federal PAC’s and by state and federal charters.
· Who can participate?:  State and Federal Charters.  All individual contributions are sent directly to CUNA.

· How do you participate?:  You must have a signed permission agreement. Contact Daniel Ulibarri if you want to participate.  He will send you all forms, documents and procedures. If you have questions call Daniel Ulibarri at (800) 366-6628 ext. 2233 or via email at daniel@cuanm.org.
· RAFFLE (State and/or Federal PAC):  Your credit union can participate in this program by selling raffle tickets for a designated time period and then selecting a winner.  This raffle can occur weekly or at an annual event, such as your credit unions’ annual meeting. It can be a 50/50 or giveaway raffle.  After the drawing the credit union must write a check to NMCUPAC or CULAC and send it to the Credit Union Association of New Mexico within 10 days.  The credit union must keep track of all proceeds by recording the name, address and amount collected of each person purchasing a raffle ticket. The purpose of the raffle (NMCUPAC/CULAC/political contributions) must be printed on each ticket and/or signage must be set up explaining the purpose of the raffle.  All flyers and posters must also include the purpose of the raffle. 

Raffle Tip: Otero FCU (Michael Yon): Otero Federal Credit Union has set aside a "GL" in which all ticket transactions are posted from our five different branches.  They require the following entry with our CGI core processor . . .  

Use the following branch abbreviations: MT, HAFB, NS, SM and NM in the quotes

When cash is received:

Account#  CS amount D suffix amount WTFR suffix amount “TV Raffle”/Send

Cr 80201 Amount “Members’ Last Name, Ticket #, Branch”/Send

When a transfer is requested:

Account# WTFR suffix amount “TV Raffle”/Send

CR 80201 Amount “Member’s Last Name, Ticket#, Branch”/Send

 

This provides the credit union with the members account number and their last name to ensure we have the federal requirements covered to maintain a list of the persons who purchase a CULAC ticket.  This information must be maintained for 3 years.  
 

Additionally, by providing the branch code in each entry, management is able to call up the GL at any time and review the line entries to determine which branch is selling their tickets and which branch is having troubles.  We can also see which of our MSRs are selling tickets too and do call backs to thank them.  
 

Each branch is given 500 tickets to sell at $2 each for three tickets for $5.  As the entries are made, management can see the ticket number being sold and judge how fast/ good each branch is doing without calling and asking.  Or you can tell that branch 'A" and "B" are selling tickets number 367 and 400, while branch "C" is just on ticket 150.  Something is happen with "C" and you can encourage them.   
 

We encourage our branches with a pizza/ice cream party for the first branch that has all of their tickets sold.
· Who can participate?:  State and Federal Charters.  Each CU can designate their contribution to the state or federal PAC.

· How do you participate?: You must have a signed permission agreement with CUANM and then sell raffle tickets and keep track of who you sell them to and follow the above directions.  If you have a giveaway raffle, then the money raised must be 3 x’s more than the value of the item you are giving away. · "DRESS DOWN" WEEKS (State and/or Federal PAC):   For $10, CU employees can dress down (jeans, capris, shorts, tennis shoes - it's up to the credit union's discretion) for an entire week.  If they pay day-by-day, it's $3 a day. 
 

You can do this every August and December (twice yearly).  You can send out reminders, create flyers and print out, post, and provide the sign-up sheets.  
The money from the dress down week should be mailed to the Credit Union Association of New Mexico.  Please send a money order  - not a corporate check, so it can go to CULAC if needed.
Each credit union must send a log sheet of all participants in the dress down event to the Association.  It must have all participant names, addresses, amounts contributed and name of the credit union. 

The CULAC contributions are from individuals and must be cash (personal check or money order or cashier check from each CU).  If a check is received from the credit union it is posted as a credit union contribution to PAC and must be a contribution to NMCUPAC. (Also, the credit unions have to pay taxes on the contributions on yearly 1120POL tax processing.)

· Who can participate?:  State and Federal Charters.  Each CU can designate their contribution to the state or federal PAC.

· How do you participate?: You must have a signed permission agreement with CUANM and then follow the above directions.  If you have questions call Daniel Ulibarri at (800) 366-6628 ext. 2233 or via email daniel@cuanm.org. 

· PIZZA CARD (State PAC): The Credit Union Association of New Mexico has put together an amazing Pizza Card Fundraiser with participating Domino’s across the country. This “Buy For Charity” Pizza Card fundraiser is one that can easily earn our PAC a large amount of money with little effort. With the Pizza Card, people will pay $10 for a card that is valued at over $200. This card can be used up to 20 times and will allow the card holder to buy one pizza from Domino’s while receiving a second one for free! 
Your credit union has the opportunity to buy these cards from Buy For Charity at a price of $3 each. They are currently offering free cards with each purchase and the amount of free cards you receive greatly increases as the amount of cards purchased increases.  If your credit union takes advantage of the free card offers, the investment is actually much less than $3 per card.

· Who can participate?:  State and Federal Charters.  

· How do you participate?:  You must have a signed permission agreement with CUANM and then contact Brian Freedman at 877.909.6400 or bfreedman@buyforcharity.com.
· CORPORATE CONTRIBUTION (State PAC):  State Chartered Credit Unions can make up to a $100 corporate donation to NMCUPAC and send to the Credit Association of New Mexico without being taxed.  All donations that exceed $100 are subject to taxes.  This includes all fundraising programs combined.
· Who can participate?:  State Charters. 
· How do you participate?:  You must have a signed permission agreement with CUANM and then write a $100 check to NMCUPAC and send it to the Credit Union Association of New Mexico.  If you have questions call Daniel Ulibarri at (800) 366-6628 ext. 2233 or via email at daniel@cuanm.org.
· NATIONAL CHILD IDENTIFICATION PROGRAM (State & Federal PAC):  The National Child Identification Program is the largest community service program ever conducted. The program is brought to you by the American Football Coaches Association (AFCA) in partnership with the Federal Bureau of Investigation. The program has fingerprinted over 14 million children with the goal of protecting all 60 million children in the U.S.  Championship Fund Raising is proud to join in this effort by providing 4 FREE CHILD ID KITS per case of candy or 20 FREE CHILD ID KITS per case of ornaments. Organizations can raise millions of dollars for their causes and help protect millions of children.
The goal of the Child ID Program is to assist credit unions and the Association in their efforts to raise those all-important charitable and political funds while obtaining ID Kits by utilizing fellow NCIDP program partners. Credit unions will have the option to 1) purchase Child ID Kits directly ( at a discounted price ) or 2) raise funds for our PACs via Championship Fund Raising.

Championship Fund Raising is directly affiliated with the National Child ID Program and offers opportunities for fundraising, along with receiving FREE Child ID kits to be distributed within your community or as you see fit.  By purchasing MARS candies from this website, credit unions are able to secure 52% of proceeds for favored projects and obtain 4 FREE Child ID Kits for every case of candy ordered. 

Another option to raise funds is by utilizing Baldwin Hardware/Ornaments. The Baldwin name is synonymous with quality and they offer a variety of sports collectable ornaments, holiday collectable ornaments, or a combination of the two. Baldwin is the same company that produces the yearly White House ornaments.   For every case of ornaments ordered, you will receive 4 FREE Child ID Kits.  The FREE Child ID Kits will only be distributed when your orders are processed via Championship Fund Raising (www.championshipfundraising.com).
